


Overview

The purpose of the Anne Arundel County Engineering Records Access web site is to
provide Anne Arundel County citizens and businesses the ability to research and
retrieve Record Drawings and Survey Monuments from the convenience of their
homes or offices respectively. Anne Arundel County Department of Public Works
has provided this web site as a service to the public and to increase efficiency of
County resources.

Users of this site have two basic options for Record Drawing research and retrieval.
The first option is Utilities and Monuments Map. A user can search for a location
via an interactive map and retrieve drawings either by selecting a sewer manhole,
sewer pipe or selecting via “As-Built Grid”. Please see the section entitled
“Selection” in the online help for more information. The second option is the Search
for Record Drawings option whereby a user can select a street, subdivision or
County Drawing Number to retrieve drawings currently available. Users are able to
switch between the two query options by following hyperlinks at the bottom of the
Search for Record Drawings and the top of the Utilities and Monuments Map.

Users have two options for obtaining Survey Monument control, Anne Arundel
County monuments and National Geodetic Survey monuments.

Help is available by following the Help hyperlink available on all pages. Metadata
information about the map layers displayed is available by following the Metadata
hyperlink on the map or search for Record Drawings pages.

Identify Tool

The Identify Tool provides the ability to identify and select features on the map.
The following layers can be identified and selected:

Sewer Lines

Sewer Manholes

Water Lines

Hydrants

Topography

NGS Monuments

County Monuments

Storm

Parcels

Indexes (ADC, New ADC, As-Built Grid, and 200 Scale Operating Map)

Select the identify tool from the toolbar. (See “Map Controls (Toolbar)) Click a
feature on the map. A callout will popup.
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Check the callout to make sure it is showing the feature you clicked on. If not check
the drop down list on callout for feature. If the feature is not there click the *x” on
the callout and try again. Once you identify the feature click ‘Add to Results’
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The feature will highlight in yellow and results will be placed in the results panel.

If the As-Built Grid is turned on the Record Drawing(s) Floating Panel will popup
with a list of the As-Built drawings for the grid (See Record Drawing(s) Floating
Panel). If a Sewer Pipe or Sewer Manhole is selected the Record Drawing(s)
Floating Panel will popup with the As-Built plan/profile drawing for that feature.

Use “+’ sign to navigate through the results panel to the drawing and drawing set for
the selected feature. They are found in the ‘Relates for [Sewer Pipe Number or
Manhole number] (Sewer Pipes)’. The drawing is under the heading ‘Drawing’.
Click the hyperlink and the image will open in your computers default image
viewer. Under ‘Drawing set’ list the full drawing set for the feature selected.
